CHAIRMAN LEARA: Next item on the agenda, Consideration 

of Placement on Involuntary Exclusion List. Nikki Evans, you 

have the floor. 

MS. EVANS: Good morning, Mr. Chairman, Commissioners. 

You have before you Commission Resolutions 23-048 and 23-049 

concerning the exclusion of individuals from excursion 

gambling boats and facilities in the State of Missouri. 

Pursuant to 11 CSR 45-15.030(1)(A) and (1)(C), the 

Commission has the authority to place a person on the State's 

exclusion list and prohibit that person from contact of any 

kind with the Missouri riverboat gambling excursion for 

conviction of a felony in any jurisdiction for a crime 

involving moral turpitude, performing any act or having any 

notorious or unsavory reputation which would adversely affect 

the public confidence in gaming. 

On March 6, 2023, Maureen Woodson, the former city 

clerk for Flordell Hills, Missouri, pled guilty to one count 

of felony wire fraud and one count of felony mail fraud in the 

United States District Court for the Eastern District of 

Missouri. 
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On February 7, 2023, Donna Thompson pled guilty to one 

count of felony wire fraud and one count of felony mail fraud 

in the United States District Court for the Eastern District 

of Missouri. 

Ms. Woodson was sentenced to terms of 18 months for 

each count to run concurrently in the Federal Bureau of 

Prisons, followed by three years' supervised release to run 

concurrently on each count. She was also ordered to pay a 

special assessment of $200 and restitution in the amount of 

$487,673. 

Ms. Thompson, for her guilty pleas, was sentenced to 

terms of 12 months and one day to run concurrently, followed 

by three years of supervised release for each count, also to 

run concurrently. She was ordered to pay a special assessment 

of $200 and restitution in the amount of $159,903.42. 

Pursuant to the terms of supervised release for both 

Ms. Thompson and Ms. Woodson, they are prohibited from 

entering a casino or any gambling establishment or engaging in 

any type of gambling, including lotteries, online wagering and 

sports betting. 

As a result, the Staff would ask the Commission to 

place Ms. Thompson and Ms. Woodson on the State's exclusion 

list and direct the Executive Director to issue a Notice of 

Exclusion to Maureen Woodson and Donna Thompson. 

I'd be happy to answer any questions you may have 
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about this. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Any questions for Nikki? 

COMMISSIONER HANE: Are they both currently 

incarcerated? 

MS. EVANS: They are, yes. 

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: I do have a question. What is 

a special assessment? I was interested in that. 

MS. EVANS: I do not have that information, but I can 

look that up if you would like. 

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: It's just $200, just seems an 

unusual --

CHAIRMAN LEARA: What I understand, it's typical of 

court costs. 

MS. EVANS: I believe that may be correct. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Only $200, but --

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Okay. It wasn't much, so I 

didn't know what --

CHAIRMAN LEARA: That's the average number that I see 

in federal court. 

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Thank you. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Any other questions for Nikki? Seeing 

none, Nikki, thank you. 

MS. EVANS: Thank you. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: All right, I move for the approval of 

Resolution Number 23-048.

JUDGE RICHARDSON: Thank you, Mr. Chairman. Peggy 

Richardson, Executive Director. 

Under Tab H, we have 17 proposed rule amendments. MGC 

Staff has been reviewing all rules in 11 CSR Chapter 45 as 

part of the rule review requirements set forth in Section 

536.175 of the Missouri Statutes. These proposed amendments 

before you today are what can generally be described as 

cleanup items identified in that review such as A, updating 

the class designations as needed to correctly identify the 

licensee intended to be referenced in the rule; B, updating 

terminology for consistency throughout 11 CSR 45 and with the 

statutes; C, removing duplicative or outdated elements; and D, 

updating purpose statements for consistency with the rule. 

All of the proposed amendments for your consideration 

are found in 11 CSR 45-5. The subsections for the record are 

as follows: .050, .053, .056, .060, .070. 110, .120, .130, 

.160, .180, .190, .210, .220, .230, .240, .270, and .290. 

We received approval from the Governor's office to 

proceed with these amendments on May 26, 2023. If you approve 

them today, there will be a 30-day public comment period 

beginning on August 1, 2023. The rules will come back to you, 

along with any comments or suggested changes, at your 

October 25, 2023 meeting. If you approve them at that time, 

the rules will become effective on February 28, 2024. 
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The full text of the proposed amendments was provided 

in your meeting materials. Normally we go through proposed 

rules one by one; however, due to the fact that there are 17 

of them and that they are basically cleanup amendments and not 

substantive changes, I won't do that unless you want me to. 

We are happy, however, to answer any questions that you may 

have. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Judge, in the legislature when we 

heard "cleanup language," that was always a flag there's 

something else there. I'm confident this is as you said. Are 

there any questions for the Judge? 

COMMISSIONER HANE: Okay, it will come back before us 

in October, and then the rules would go into effect in 

February of '24? 

JUDGE RICHARDSON: Yes, February 28, 2024. 

COMMISSIONER HANE: If approved in October? 

JUDGE RICHARDSON: Yes. 

COMMISSIONER HANE: Okay, thank you. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Judge, if there are public comments 

that it is decided that we incorporate those or amend any of 

those, how does that affect the timing? 

JUDGE RICHARDSON: That would come back before you at 

the October 25 meeting. Let me check with the experts and 

make sure. Yes. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Would that start a new time clock for 
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that since it's been changed or it would just go in effect as 

amended? 

JUDGE RICHARDSON: It does not change our timeline. 

CHAIRMAN LEARA: All right. Any other questions for 

the Judge? Seeing none, thanks, Judge. 

All of the proposed amendments are inside Resolution 

Number 23-050, and I move for the approval. Is there a 

second? 

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Second.

Thrivent is registered as an investment advisor with 

the SEC. They have approximately $162 billion assets under 

management. They own 6.35% stock in Everi Holdings, Inc., who 

is a supplier key business entity. 

They have not been previously granted an institutional 

investor waiver with the Missouri Gaming Commission.
